We welcome manuscripts that speak in a singular original voice and that express
teacher education concerns regarding research, teaching, and practice.

Specifically, articles are solicited for distinct sections of the journal:

Perspectives: Articles which focus on contemporary issues and hot topics. We are looking for a variety
of viewpoints on these issues and topics, including historical perspectives. Opinion essays can include
the grading of PreK-12 schools, new standards for teachers, new teacher induction, new standards for
students, vouchers, and charter schools.

Theory into Practice: Articles which focus on translating educational theory into classroom practice. We
are looking for articles that demonstrate how educational change and innovation can be realized in
classroom and teacher education settings.

Research in Practice: Articles which focus on research in classrooms, colleges, and universities and what
we can learn from these research activities. Research practices can include the self-study of teacher
education practices, effects on testing and retention, studies about innovations in educational programs
and curriculum.

Teacher Voices: Articles whereby teachers and administrators share stories about their actual school
lives. Personal essays may highlight both successes and failures, but more importantly be an honest
representation of classroom life.

Student Voices: Teachers and administrators are invited to submit student essays that voice a child’s
and/or adolescent’s perspective of school life. Student essays from all ages and grade levels are invited
and the topic is open-ended.

Book Reviews: FATE Journal will accept book reviews of both educational and non-educational texts.
Non-educational texts refers to children’s, young adult, and adult fiction and non-fiction that both
reviewers and editors deem appropriate for teachers and teacher educators.
