Four scholars will each receive a $300 award, a plaque and complimentary registration for the Florida Association of Teacher Educators Annual Conference in St. Petersburg on October 8-9, 2010. Scholars will also receive a one-year complimentary student membership in FATE, the Florida Association of Teacher Educators.

Scholars will contribute to the conference by assisting the registrar for a period of time not to exceed four hours. Scholars are responsible for their transportation to and from the conference and for their overnight accommodations, if needed. Scholars are expected to attend the Awards Luncheon on Saturday, October 9, 2010 where they will be recognized for their achievements. 
Eligibility Criteria 
To be eligible for this award the applicant must be a student currently enrolled in a teacher education program at an accredited institution of higher education in the state of Florida. An overall grade-point average of 3.0 or higher on a 4.0 scale is requisite for consideration by the FATE Awards Committee.
